The Role of School Leaders in the Implementation of European Citizenship Education

In the previous project on European Citizenship Education BBS Europe has, together with colleagues from all over Europe, developed “The Basic Knowledge for European Citizenship”. (See www.euro-source.eu). This project was carried out under patronage of ESHA (the European School Heads Association) and Schoolmanagers_VO (the former School Heads Association for secondary education in the Netherlands), in scientific cooperation with Universitá di Roma Tre (University of Rome), OKI (National Institute for Public Education, Budapest) and The Palmenia Centre (University of Helsinki).

We know that the role of school leaders in implementation of innovative practices in their school is of crucial importance., Since the basis for European Citizenship Education (ECE) is laid down in the previous project, it is time now to disseminate the results of that project in schools all over Europe.

By doing so, it is urgent to support school leaders in the process of implementation of ECE in their schools.

The training of the school leaders will be carried out as distant learning..

In 5 or 6 sessions (of each 120 minutes) a group of 6 school leaders from different countries will work together, in a virtual environment, as Adobe Acrobat Connect.

The participants, working at home at their own desk, using laptop and webcam, meet each other in a video conference. The role of the school leader will be explained in 5 or 6 “lessons” / presentations of Prof. Bruno Losito (Universitá di Roma Tre). Groups of 5 or 6 school leaders from different countries will have to discuss and to work together on instructions, given by the course leaders.
As you can see, it will be working and discussing as well about the process of implementation of ECE, on the web in a multinational setting. 

The design of the project will be tested during a “working conference” of 18 school leaders from the different countries. After adjustment the “course” will be available on the web. The testing school leaders, who preferable have to be active in their national association of school leaders, are supposed to play an important role in the dissemination of the ECE-results in their own country. 

To carry out this project we are looking for 18 school leaders from 18 different European countries.

You are kindly invited to apply for participation in these training sessions. We prefer participation of as many different countries as possible,

If necessary, BBS will select candidates in order to achieve this distribution.

The members of this testing group will be partner in the BBS application for a European grant, within the framework of the Life Long Learning Programme (LLP).

We ask a personal effort from these partners of about 10 days; 70% of the time spent is considered as the “own contribution”; 30% will be compensated according to the standards of the European Commission. Travel and subsistence costs of the working conference, depreciation of necessary ICT facilities and other materials are part of the grant application and will be paid by the organisation (BBS).
